Home Investment Partnerships Program (HOME)

FY 2009 request:  Increase formula funding to $2.2 billion without set-asides

Legislative Vehicle:
 Transportation, Treasury, the Judiciary, and Housing and Urban Development Appropriations bill

Specific Requested Action:
 Increase formula funding to $2.2 billion nationwide.  Funding at this level would restore some of the cuts to the program over the past five years.  (Full inflation adjusted spending from authorized levels would fund HOME at $2.9 billion.)

Description of Program: The HOME Investment Partnerships Program (HOME) provides funding to assist in the development of affordable housing for low- and very-low income residents of Maryland. DHCD administers the program throughout the State’s non-entitlement jurisdictions.  HOME entitlement jurisdictions, which include Baltimore City and Anne Arundel, Baltimore, Harford, Howard Montgomery, and Prince George’s Counties, receive direct funding to administer their own projects.
Activities undertaken with financing from this block grant include the rehabilitation and construction of new rental housing, financing of group homes for the developmentally disabled, and homeownership assistance to help families buy their first homes.  DHCD targets the program very deeply, with 40 percent of the families assisted earning less than 30 percent of median income, and a total of 97 percent of all families earning less than 60 percent of median income.
